The European Youth Forum (YFJ) would like to give a unique opportunity to young creative artists from all over Europe to get a spotlight on our refreshed magazine, the “Youth Opinion” and its online counterpart,  the “E-Youth Opinion”. 

The “Youth Opinion” is widely distributed to Youth Organisations all over the Continent and to the major European Institutions. We aim to let it grow as a laboratory of ideas and images to raise higher the voice of young people in Europe: Join us!

1. In brief: A New Youth Opinion is underway! 

We believe it is time for a reshape of the Youth Opinion, the periodical publication of the European Youth Forum, to better transmit the positions of youth organisations and to be the voice of young people in Europe, where young people are equal citizens and are encouraged and supported to achieve their fullest potential as global citizens. 

The Youth Opinion will continue the function as a tool for information and lobby for the political Platform of Youth Organisations in Europe which strives for the Rights of Young People.

A new layout, as well as a new editorial structure will give to the Youth Opinion a more youthful look, in line with a new brand and updated image of the European Youth Forum.

The Youth Opinion started at the beginning of the 1980s as the information bulletin of the Youth Forum of the European Communities, since then it has been reshaped periodically and became one of the communication tools of the newly established European Youth Forum since 1996. Celebrating 30 Years after its appearance, in 2010 the European Youth Forum will launch this renewed edition.

The magazine aims to deliver the most original coverage of the point of view of youth on public policies in Europe, ranging from youth policy mainstreaming to concrete projects of youth work development carried by YFJ Member Organisations. 

With a keen focus, strong reporting, sharp wit and more hype approach to design, the renewed Youth Opinion will focus on:

· informing institutions and decision-makers on the “youth opinions”

· informing youth organisations on the key institutional and political challenges that concerns them (European and Global dimension, with National perspectives)

· informing youth organisations on available tools to strengthen their organisational capacity and membership growth (how to attract more young people)

· inform wider public on the key issues affecting young people in Europe

2. Background

What is the European Youth Forum?

Independently established by youth organisations, the European Youth Forum is made up of more than 90 National Youth Councils and International Non-Governmental Youth Organisations, which are federations of youth organisations in themselves. It brings together tens of millions of young people from all over Europe, organised in order to represent their common interests.

Representation, internal democracy, independence, openness and inclusion are among the main principles for the functioning of the European Youth Forum and its Member Organisations.

Our Vision

To be the voice of young people in Europe, where young people are equal citizens and are encouraged and supported to achieve their fullest potential as global citizens.

Our Mission

The European Youth Forum is an independent, democratic, youth-led platform, representing national youth councils and international youth organisations from across Europe.

The Youth Forum works to empower young people to participate actively in society to improve their own lives, by representing and advocating their needs and interests and those of their organisations.

3. Building up a pool of graphic artists: YO needs YOU!

The European Youth Forum is looking for a team of motivated volunteers, skilled young and enthusiast graphic artists to contribute to make the new Youth Opinion a vibrant laboratory where communicating the voice of young people in Europe passes not only through words but as well through the power of images.

The Paper version of the Youth Opinion will be structured  as follows:

Editorial: written by the Secretary-General (chief editor of the YO) and 5 Sections:

1. Info-Forum: Policy and process updates and link on European Youth Forum Activities

2. Watching Youth Rights: Stories on the rights of young people from all over Europe

3. Dossier: Main feature/cover story in each issue that will focus on a specific theme with set of articles covering the Youth Opinion on the topic (and YFJ and MOs positions and practices)

4. Opinions: mix of reportage, essays and interviews with young actors and decision-makers at European level, (article will include tool-boxes with book or other cultural product reviews linked to the theme). Alongside big features there will also be smaller dispatches filed from our Member Organisations.

5. Graphic journalism: A section with graphic stories (comics, photos, etc.) related to the themes treated in the issue made by young emerging artists.

E-Youth Opinion

Alongside the paper magazine, there is going to be a web-based broadcast component which will be part of the YFJ Portal covering the same areas through a variety of Bulletins, mini-documentaries, blogs, discussion forums and talk formats.

4. Your commitment

You will be part of the Youth Opinion Pool of Graphic Artists. Each paper edition of the Youth Opinion will feature as well your contribution in terms of graphics and visuals. Being part of the Pool requires active participation to the editorial development of the magazine.  

You will also contribute to make the E-Youth Opinion the lively electronic counterpart of the the paper magazine, featuring images, pictures or comic strips on the priorities of the Youth Forum (see www.youthforum.org).

In particular we look for:

· Images/Art-works to illustrate the Articles of the Youth Opinion and to make visually relevant a narrative on the rights of young people

· Graphic Stories (comics, photos, etc.) for the dedicated section of the Magazine

· Visual animations, documentaries clips for the electronic version of the Youth Opinion

· Any other Creative Field is welcomed!

Your contribution will be voluntary and not remunerated, however, we will ensure high visibility and dissemination of your work and we can certificate your production within your studies if you are a student.

Your work will be coordinated and coached by the Press & Communication Team of the European Youth Forum Secretariat. Respect for deadlines and quality of work is essential to ensure the best results.

5. Profile of the young artists

Correspondents must comply with the following criteria:

· Students or Young Professionals in comics, graphic, plastic arts, cinema and animation, etc.

· Be aged between 18-35;

· Have experience in the above mentioned graphic arts

· Be committed to respect deadlines and follow the direction given by the Press & Communication Team of the European Youth Forum Secretariat;

· Be committed to take active part in the editorial development of the Youth Opinion;
